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Yeah, Richard O'Mara. I lived through the...Alright so I'll...I'm visiting, I'm visiting from California...Yeah, I'm really shocked by the lack of uh coverage. Yeah, I mean, it's really nuts. Uh. Not being covered very well. Monterey. No, no, no, no I came here to visit my, my family but I said, I gotta go down there. You know, is is a a it's important. A lot of these people down here I'd say are nuts, okay, but...
Ah, there's some guy you know who's dressin' with the make-up, and all that kind of stuff...They want to be seen, they want to...But there are people here who are really concerned about the direction of the country and it's - it's time the average person got involved.  The average person's still standin' there, keep getting hit on the head and then doing nothing about it. You know, but...we're going to lose this. The corporate- ... I mean I think this country's going to fall apart.
Oh yeah. They don't care. They're controlling what's being said right now. I don't really know who you are.  You could be one of them. I mean, that's how powerful they are.  You know? I mean while you and I are talking, there's cameras all over us, there's the police, there's the CIA, the FBI, all kinds of stuff, and they're all watching us and, it's 1984 but well advanced, you know?  I just asked him why he wrote what he did, you know? I understand- Yeah, on the sign. 
I had uh, some relatives ten years ago who were working for the, uh, that graduated from college and got hired. Wall Street. And they, they both left because they said it was all corrupt, then. It was corrupt, they said, They want to pay me to lie, about these stocks and then they want to pay me to do this and then they wouldn't do it.  They were raised in Catholic schools. Yeah, yeah, first jobs they get when they get out of college and you know, sitting in a room and lie about these stocks. Tell people this and do it. They both left, they had some integrity. You know? They just said, “No we're not going to do it.”
Yeah, one works for the phone company, I better not say it, get him in trouble, and the other one's an auditor for another big company. They’re doing well. But they knew back then that this was wrong. And they called me up and said Uncle Richie, they says, this is crazy what's going on. 
And I used to drive limos, out in Long...believe it or not, I drove limos in uh California. And I would pick up stock brokers in Pebble Beach, and they'd sit in the car you know, like I had a vegetable for my head, and they'd talk about how they just screwed people, you know, and I ended up losing my job because of them. Oh, how they manipulated this and that and they confused their clients over buying this and convinced them to buy things that weren't really their, their best interests, you know? I mean...Oh sure, sure, sure it was it was the banking and the stock market, and I, I lost a lot of money in the stock market because I believed people....No, no, no years ago.  You  know my wife inherited some money, so we had it with Merrill Lynch, and all that...Those guys were just salesmen they were lying through their teeth, we found out later on, but, they came here and they came there, you know, and they're gone, you know?
 They should, hey look, this is a, a time in the history of this country whether it's either gonna...you know there's no justice. I mean, we you guys put in this guy Obama when he promises he's going to do this and do that, he did absolutely nothing. I mean from the very first day when he didn't get rid of the lobbyists, I mean, he didn't do anything, you know? Oh without a doubt. Are you kidding? He got more money from Wall Street than anybody.  You know? Everyone keeps calling it the Republicans on Wall Street.  They're not Republicans, they're Democrats are all in here, are you kidding? You know? You know what'd you say?  Democrats and Republicans, exactly. Exactly. Let's not waste our time going after Republicans, that's just, it's a false fight. It's everybody. Everybody's involved in this they just got their hands in the pocket. 
I'm an independent now. Yeah, I've always been a...I'm a Vietnam vet.  I'm combat wounded from Vietnam.  I mean I love this country, I, I, I'm came from the family where we all slept in the same bed, we were poor, you know? Now I got a big house in California, I got boats, cars, I mean I love this country. But I'm really disappointed.  The Justice Department sucks, you know? I mean, I don't trust anybody in the government anymore.  You're talking about a guy who was ready to die. 
That's a very good question, the last person I trusted in the government, I tell you the closest I get the closest guy I would say right now would be Leon Panetta. Yeah, yeah actually.  Yeah, yeah, but I think he's a good man. I think he's a decent guy trying to do a very difficult job, cause people in this country don't understand, warfare and all that stuff.  I mean I trust Leon , I've met him a couple of times, you know? 
No, I don't.  I grew up in the Bronx. The first guy I supported was Nelson Rockefeller, when I was this big. Alright? Cause I was putting out posters for him.  I majored in Political Science at UCLA, okay? So I got my degree in it.  But now when I look at this and I say Oh my God, it was all corrupt. It was all, everything. Every decision that has dictated the way my life has gone has been opposite of what I thought it was.
When did I start to think about it? Uh...probably when I came back from Vietnam and the VA hospitals were so bad. Okay? And I started saying...yeah...the facilities, yeah help, the help yeah, then I started saying "Wait a second." And I saw veterans not getting their help they needed. Then I started reading a little history, you know? About the Veterans March on Washington World War I, you know? Goes back to the Civil War, the beginning of this country, the Revolutionary War, you know, where the troops were really shit on, after they did the fighting they did everything that was necessary, what'd you say?  
Yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah, I was take...outpatient here and back here for two years, you know.  VA Hospital in California. Yeah.  I had jungle rot.  Lost my hearing.  Back injuries.  All kinds of stuff.  Jungle Rot is when you're sweatin' your ass off all the time. And not being here with a shower, you develop all these different diseases.  Yeah, swamp ass, jungle rot, yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah, you know crotch rot the whole kit and kaboodle. Yeah yeah yeah, so what do you do, are you doing the theater or is this a...are you? Yeah yeah.  Yeah.  Oh no well that's crazy, you know, I'll tell you who I am, I'm one of the guys that went after John Kerry, remember John Kerry? He ran for president. Yeah, I'm one of those guys.
Oh, he's a phony.  He got, he got phony medals. He wrote up his own medals.  He left Vietnam after three Purple Hearts.  Okay? Self.  They were, they were.  Nobody could document it that he got wounds okay? He wrote himself up for a Silver Star, he wrote himself up for a Bronze Star. He did three months in Vietnam and came home like everyone I'm a hero.  It was all bullshit.  But the point is, the reason you say CNN, we were on a, radio, a TV down in Washington, all of the news stations were there. They wouldn't have, they didn't put our stuff in.  It's the first time I saw about how journalists really works. You know?  The only one that had us on ...  No no, I'm sorry I'm gettin over my head.  We were in the a...what do they call that the a...the news room in what...press corps, right, and we all gave our talk our little speech about John Kerry and the bullshit he was puttin' out, all right? It was only C-SPAN 2, that had anything about us on the TV. All, ABC was there, NBC, CBS, all them people never put a word up, okay? That's when I recognized, “Hey there is no such thing as freedom of the press.” I thought I was naive, even up until that time.  You know you think...Swiftboat Veterans for the Beach the Truth, yeah. We eventually we had we had we had all the evidence, I mean he's never showed his records, he's never...and here he is he continues to be a big muckety muck, in the government, right? He's one of the fourteen senators that's gonna be...YEAH, ain't that funny, yeah that boat didn't pay any taxes, they moved it.  This is my sister Mary.  She's not used to this.  
Oh I, I, I'm so far impressed because they have to, kinda have to control what normally has what has happened not normally is you get a lot of people who just want to be seen, and they start jumping up and down and wearing funny clothes, and cursing everybody and yelling fuck the pigs and all that stuff, but that's not happening here, so, it's pretty civil, and so, you know, I think, if they can keep it this way...Yeah, yep, yep yep, I just walked down.  Yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah, I said I would've been arrested, I would've done it just just to a say wait a second this is what democracy's supposed to be about you know we're supposed to do this, that's what brought this country together, you know, and then you got people that why I'm saying the news people really disappoint.  I even heard O'Reilly, I haven't heard O'Reilly say What are we going to do about these people, you know, I thought O'Reilly at least was going to say Hey, this is what America is all about, but he's a punk, he keeps talking telling everybody how tough he is, you know?  I'm Bill O'Reilly and I'm a I'm a tough guy. No he's not.  He's a sissy. He ran away from Vietnam, too.  Tell him that if you ever see him.  I went to Fox to try to tell him that.  Yeah, he said something about Swiftboat Vets, so I wrote him a number of times, I said Look, I'll come on your show.  I said, you know, don't bad mouth us like that, Remember I took you to the...I went down they wouldn't let me in.  I said, tell the guy come down here, You want to see a, you want to see a tough Irishman, tell 'em to come down here.  Don't care how big you are.  
I don't know I might move back here.  Yeah yeah, yeah. I'll give you my number.  I don't care, I don't care. No no, but I'm talking about we're being filmed right now there's no doubt there's camera's on us there's microphones all kinds of stuff.  We have no idea. When we were in, during the Vietnam stuff they used to have the a the a what they call them, counter, counterintelligence basically, no, I was a Vet, but I was watched, I was watched, and I'd argue with the guys but no, back then, no I wasn't I would never have done it because my buddies were over there still fighting the war.  You know that'd be crazy.  But you know we come to find out that a lot of these schmucks that were yelling and screaming were a government guys, you know? And they they...plants, yeah yeah.  Absolutely not.  Absolutely, I...I've been here two hours, it's like...well it's kinda like the Tea Party believe it or not.  I'm a Tea Party member, you know in my area.  I go out there and say Hey hey, yell and scream, it's too much, why don't we have a border? Why isn't our border secure? That, I mean Republicans, Democrats, Independents, everybody's bullshit, I mean you guys have no idea what it's like here.  In California, I mean, you go town to town, the language is Spanish.  You know? And, and, they're great people, but you gotta protect your borders.  
No no, actually, I saw a couple of a, dispariting...disparaging and I was gonna start something with them, my sister here's not used to...I still get into punch yards every once in a while.  You know, so a, I saw these, you know, just do away with the Tea Party, I mean, idiots, we're the same people. You know, we're just arguing from different presentiment, persentiment....close the border, do this do that and all that stuff. Everybody's I think against corporate greed, I mean, this is, this is crazy.  This has got to be the common ground.  I think it could be. I think it could be but again, the news people have a lot of strength, and if they can shut it down, they'll make us look like...I know, I know, it's starting to grow. Right, right, right, so this is, this is, this could be something. 
"Oh it's biased, it's stupid.  It's ridiculous I mean, a bunch of racists a bunch...drop dead. You know, but that's what they do, you know, Swiftboat Veterans we were called everything, you know?  Oh sure, sure, yeah. We got 'em all over the place.  Yo know, all of the little towns, people come up and raise their flag, but nobody's standing around there calling names, it's got nothing to do with that, it's just saying, Hey, you know, this guy is a liar, this guy, you know, tell the truth, close the borders, you know, stop spending all this...we have a broken California, the state is totally broke, billions and billions of dollars that we don't even, we can't even account for it, you know?  And if you say something you're a racist, you know?  It's crazy.   You know, but that's what they do, they cut you down.  
No, I haven't been in the stock market a long time.  I'm in a Keep it in my Pocket market.  You know, keep it in my...I don't know.  None.  I have to use banks for certain things, but, uh, no. No, are you crazy?  I mean it's almost embarrassing, some of the people in the banks are nice people, I know them, they're my friends, you know, I go in I get free coffee from them, but I say, Hey, you see the today's paper, yeah another 80 of your brothers just went to jail, you know, it's the truth, you know, you know, they've got chased for all this other crap that they've been doing all their life. 
If I go to jail tonight I'm going to be really pissed.  The union people out there are against these guys?  They're for them? Yeah, of course.  How can they not?  You know, I just I just, I think I saw that movie, I think it was called The Insider, did you see that? About all the trading in Wall Street?  No, no, Inside Job, what a movie!  Incredible. And they're all, all these guys that make all these...they're all the decisions that broke our back, were hired by Obama.  
I'm too old I'm going to die don't worry about it...No...Never heard of it.  You tell me about it, though.  Oh really?  Are you with the, one of those companies?  
Oh, yeah, I saw a number of them, but I just got this guy's...the orange one. Yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah, the declaration of, uh, it's true, I mean, I feel sorry, you know, the kids go to school, you go to school, right? And you get your degree in banking or whatever and as soon as you get in you start saying Oh yeah, by the way, we're gonna screw this guy over here, and they're going to do it, they want to keep their job, you know, it's like what happened? I was very lucky, I was raised by an Irish Catholic cop, you know, father, and an Irish Catholic mother, and there were certain things we knew were wrong, you know? And, don't do that Rich, don't you know, my brother once, took a belt out of Alexander's, right? Didn't pay for it.  Stole it. Well my mother, grabbed us by the ears, threw us on the bus, brought us back to Alexander's, and...oh yeah, to the security guy, and, I had nothing to do with it, but because I didn't rat him out, you know, I was part of it.  But I mean that was the lesson, that's what we had, these guys like, and they've gone to good schools, these are all, you know, Harvard educated, Catholic schools, all this kind of stuff, and they they lose all their integrity.  You know? I mean, it's just...so what do the kids do that are supposed to know?  How do you tell a kid not to do something wrong, when they know you're robbing everybody? 
There's no punishment! That's the whole thing, that's why I'm here, that's why I'm really interested. Not one of these bastards has gone to jail. They've gotten bonuses instead, you know, I know people who lost their homes, I've got two or three people in Pacific Row, my small little town, they had to leave, you know, I mean, one guy was all teared up, we were both teared up, I had to say goodbye to him, he lost his house, you know, it's been in his family for 25 years, you know, yeah yeah, and there was no work, you know, I mean, yeah so the...talk about losing respect as a man, you know, he has to move in with his wife's family. You know, he's devastated.  So this is, and these guys are laughing at us.  
Oh a) I would I would like to have them to pay the money back, be forced to pay the money back, and then b) I'd like them to be prosecuted, each and every one of them.  We find out they did something wrong, they signed the wrong piece of paper and they knew what they were doing, they should be prosecuted for it.  No, no no, I don't.  Well, I'm not going to tell you that. But you know, I mean, what would I want?  I want justice, but, I don't know.  I don't know.  It's very frustrating.  What would you want?  Yeah.  Well I think we both know what we'd want.  But uh we can't say it because because they're up there and they're looking and they're listening.  I mean they could pick our (unintelligible), I could fart and they've got they've got cameras and stuff and...that's a scary world. 
No, but I've been to East Germany, and I've been all over, oh yeah, no no, I went over there, I wanted to see what it was like. Israel.  Yeah yeah. Well I went to West Berlin, but I purposely went over to East Germany to see what it was like, and a...wow. What was that like? Oh man, you talk about freaky. You know? I mean, I took the freedom train from West Berlin into East Germany. Yeah, it's called the freedom train, and when you're driving in at night I mean like there's no, there were no lights, you know and the Russians stopped the train, check your ID, oh it'll scare the shit out of you. This was when the wall was up. You know? It was a real...those poor people, holy mackerel.  They were afraid to look at you, you know? And everybody, you didn't know who was a rat who wasn't a rat, you know? Very exciting, though.  Kept my adrenaline up. Lost a lot of weight.  Always afraid of being arrested.  
I'm going to call my radio station...not my radio station, and tell them they got somebody LIVE, in New York, you know. I go all the time, yeah, really? Yeah, yeah, no, no, I say what's on my mind, you know, and uh...you know it's like Hey, I'm 64 years old, what are you going to do to me? You know? I've done it, you know, I've had a good life, and I'm not going to let them pieces of shit you know scare me.  
Yeah, I do.  I give 'em credit.  Yeah, I would.  Yeah, yeah, I would do whatever...I think...at least I've got some, you know, take away the nuts, and then you've got some people who've got some courage to do what they do. 
Oh, mostly veterans things, mostly uh...I get involved with anything that I think...I mean, I ...any kind of little corruption in my area, we've got so much corruption in Pacific Row in Monterey, you know this is so funny, when I got into these little towns, I thought, uh, nothing like New York, uh-uh. I mean, the water company out where I am, the electricity and all that stuff, they're as corrupt as well, you have the police and fire departments bankrupting all the, the cities, you know, my city is bankrupt because of our police and fire department. 
Yeah, yeah, yeah, yeah, well, uh, I choose who I talk to about these certain things and how much Guinness we're drinking.  You know? I mean I don't want to go and insult everybody I've known for years, you know, but a lot of them, they know, they know, eeeh, this is crazy.  They've struggled all their life and they, you know they're sucking wind now paying their taxes, you know, Bloomberg…
